
/Working Day Calendar:

At the end of each year the working day details for the coming year need to be added to the working day calendar file. The following outlines the procedure for adding this information which can be done before the start of the new year if required. 

/Last Working Day :

Before you start you need to find out from your current working day calendar file the number of the last working day of 2009.  The program to look at the working day calendar file is WCH0360 and should be found on your Labman menu. The latest versions of these programs may be found at

Run the appropriate program either from the Labman Menu or click on "run" in the Windows start menu and type in the name of your program Once you have acknowledged the path statement pointing to your server (this is usually done by changing the driver letter from C: to F:), type in 

U (for update) and then the F (for find) key. 

On the screen type in:

 311209  and then press END  key. 

This will give the day number required. Please take a note of it. 

/Entering Bank Holidays:

The program to enter the information for the coming year is WCH0362. 

Have a look at our downloads page if you don't already have this. 

Once you have run the program and acknowledged the path statement pointing to the file on your server you will be asked for the new year (i.e. 10) and the first working day number. This will be one more than the figure you noted above for the last working day. You should then enter the dates of the bank holidays in 2010. Once you have entered all the dates and checked they are correct then press the END key and answer Y for Correct. 

The program will then create the necessary entries in the working day calendar file.
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
